You must have an up to date and legal Equal
Opportunities Policy. This means rules about how
to treat people equally and fairly.

You must have a bank account in your company
name. At least two people must be able to use
this bank account. To find out more about bank
accounts, click here.

If you work with children, young people, or
vulnerable adults, you must have a Safeguarding
Policy. Or a Child Protection Policy.

These are rules to keep adults and children safe.
They must be up to date and legal.

Vulnerable adults means people who may need
more support to stay safe.
